A new OGC Standards Working Group is being formed. The OGC members listed below have proposed the OGC Coordinate Reference System SWG (CRS SWG).  The SWG proposal provided in this document meets the requirements of the OGC TC Policies and Procedures.


The SWG name, statement of purpose, scope, list of deliverables, audience, and language specified in the proposal will constitute the SWG's official charter. Technical discussions may occur no sooner than the SWG's first meeting.

This SWG will operate under the OGC 2007 IPR Policy. The eligibility requirements for becoming a participant in the SWG at the first meeting (see details below) are that:


· You must be an employee of an OGC member organization or an individual
member of OGC;

· The OGC member must have signed the OGC Membership agreement;

· You must notify the SWG chair of your intent to participate to the first meeting. Members may do so by logging onto the OGC Portal and navigating to the Observer page and clicking on the link for the SWG they wish to join and;
· You must attend meetings of the SWG. The first meeting of this SWG is at the time and date fixed below. Attendance may be by teleconference.

Of course, participants also may join the SWG at any time. The OGC and the SWG welcomes all interested parties.

Non-OGC members who wish to participate may contact us about joining the OGC. In addition, the public may access some of the resources maintained for each SWG: the SWG public description, the SWG Charter, Change Requests, and public comments, which will be linked from the SWG’s page.

1. OGC Coordinate Reference System (CRS) SWG
2. Purpose of this Standards Working Group

The purpose of the OGC Standards Working Group is to revise Abstract Specification Topic 2 - Spatial Referencing by Coordinates to the state of an adopted OGC standard and an identical ISO International Standard. This will be achieved by processing comments received during the public comment period and ensuring that the standard is consistent with the OGC and ISO TC211 business plans. The work will be conducted jointly with ISO TC211.
3. Business Value Proposition

ISO TC211 is to revise 19111 to accommodate advances in modern geodesy, to include the definition of CRSs having a "dynamic datum" - the reference frame is Earth-fixed but coordinates on the crust change with time due to tectonic activity - and enhanced capabilities for derived CRS definitions (such as a vertical CRS defined through a geoid model). The technical content of OGC Abstract Specification Topic 2 and ISO 19111:2007 are currently identical. It is in the interests of interoperability that these ISO and OGC standards remain aligned.
4. Scope of Work

The SWG will collect and evaluate outstanding change request proposals and revise the Abstract Specification Topic 2 documents (08-015r2 and 10-020) in accordance with the decisions of the SWG membership. Additional capabilities will be considered for inclusion in the CRS WKT specification (12-063r5). The intention is to retain full backward compatibility with the existing specifications except if correcting minor errors in the existing text. Based on these revisions the revised documents will be offered for consideration by the OGC membership for adoption.
In recognition of the work being a joint project with ISO, the following schedule of activities is planned:
· SWG startup: June 2016

· Revised draft document: December 2016

· ISO CD ballot (3 months): January- April 2017
· ISO CD editing committee: at ISO TC May 2017
· ISO DIS ballot (5 months): December 2017

Approvals within OGC will be sought in parallel with the ISO process.
4.1 Statement of relationship of planned work to the current OGC standards baseline

This work updates OGC Abstract Specification Topic 2, Spatial Referencing by Coordinates, in conjunction with revisions to ISO 19111:2007.

The work will identify what, if any, revisions are necessary to OGC CRS Well-known Text specification (12-063r5) [ISO 19162] as a consequence of the revision to Topic 2.

4.2 What is Out of Scope?

Revisions to Topic 2 will be limited to the scope of revision to ISO 19111.

The CRS SWG will not consider issues associated with spatial referencing using Discrete Global Grid Systems (DGGS)

4.3 Specific Contribution of Existing Work as a Starting Point

ISO 19111:2007 and OGC Abstract Specification Topic 2 (08-015r2)

ISO 19111-2:2007 and OGC Abstract Specification Topic 2.1 (10-020)

ISO 19162:2015 and OGC CRS WKT specification document (12-063r5)

ISO TC211 new work item proposal (OGC pending documents 16-015 and 16-016)

4.4 Determination of SWG Completion
The work of the CRS SWG will be complete when: 
1. All comments submitted during the OGC and ISO public comment periods have been dealt with to the satisfaction of the SWG. 

2. The SWG approves the documentation for submission to the OGC TC and ISO TC211 for approval as an adopted standard. 
3. The candidate standard has been approved by the OGC Technical and Planning Committees as an Adopted OGC standard.
4. The draft standard has been approved as an ISO International Standard by ISO TC211 members.
